Too long to

see the exit at the other end, and too small to easily turn

around and retreat.  It scared the life out of me but I got a

real buzz from it.  One of those,

‘if it goes wrong now we’re in deep trouble’

moments.  How much air have I got?  And where’s my

pony when I need it?”

■ BEST COUNTRY VISITED?

●  I haven’t done a whole lot of foreign diving, but so far

it’s Mallorca.

■ WHAT MOTIVATES YOU TO GO DIVING?

I always know I’ll come home feeling excited and full of life after

diving.
